3. A candidate for a pass at each of the Previous and the Final Examination

shall be required to obtain (i) atleast 36% marks in the aggregate of all the

paper prescribed for the examination and (ii) at least 36% marks in practical

(s) wherever prescribed at the examination, provided that if a candidate

fails to secure atleast 25% marks in each individual paper work. Wherever

prescirbed, he shall be deemed to have failed at the examination not

withstanding his having obtained the minimum percentage of marks

required in the aggregate for that examination.

The work of the candidate will be retained for one month after the declaration

of the result and then returned to the candidate. If not claim is made ‘Submission’

will be destroyed.

ii) Department will take every care of  the submission work but it will not be

responsible for any damage or loss. The candidate will have no right to

claim against the loss.
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General Instructions:

(a) Candidate should pass in practicals as well as in theory paper separately.

(b) Practical examinations should be arranged one month before the

commencement of theory examination.

(c) Examination answer sheets will be retained in the department and will be

preserved atleast for twelve months after the declaration on result. These

should not be returned to the candidates.

(d) There should be 9 periods for each practical and 4 periods for each theory

paper plus 2 periods for sketching in a week.

(e) The practical answer books shall be examined by one external and one

internal examiner appointed by the Principal on the recommendation of the

Head of the Department as per existing practice.

(f) An educational tour arranged by the department to an ancient and modern

art centres like Ajanta, Ellora, Elephanta, Khajuraho, Mahabalipuram,

National Exhibitions Modern Art Galleries, Art Colleges and places suitable

for outdoor sketching will be compulsory  for every candidate.
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
