Filling an appeal

If any bidder or prospective bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action or omission of the
Procuring Entity is in contravention to the provisions of the Act or the Rules or the
Guidelines issued there under, he may file an appeal to First Appellate Authority, as

Provided that a Financial bid is substantially responsive, the Procuring
Entity will correct arithmetical errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on
the following basis:

i. If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that
is oontained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price
shall prevail and the total price sthall be corrected, unless in the opinion
of the procuring Entity there is and obvious misplacement of the
decimal point in the unit price, in which case the total price as quoted
shall govern and the unit price shall be corrected:

ii. if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or
