"bids" comprising Technical Proposal (or "Statement of Qualification") and Commercial Bid from
eligible individual company/firm ("Bidder") as to select the firm for effective cleaning and
maintenance of hygiene working conditions in the campus.

One stage two Bid Envelope selection procedure shall be adopted that will proceed as follows:

* The first envelpe proposal will consist of Technical Bid & second envelope will be the
Commercial Bid. Commercial Bids of only technically qualified Bidders based on
evaluation of the Technical Bid shall be opened. A decision as to whether or not a Bidder
will be technically qualified will be based on the Bidder's experience and reputation and
scrutiny of documents submitted by the bidder in support thereof.

» Each Bidder shall submit only one bid and bid must be delivered according to schedule.

Brief Overview of the Project

The MDS University has various buildings units in its campus accommodating University
offices, teaching departments boys & girls hostels, Central Library, V.C. Residence, Residential
Buildings for teachers and employees, University Guest House, including roads, path ways,
gardens play fields, University health centre, Cafeteria etc. This project involves providing
cleaning services for the entire campus including buildings and also cleaning Roads and path ways
within the campus.

The project will help in maintaining cleanliness and ensuring hygienic working conditions
for the faculty staff and the students and visitors of the University.

Scope of the Work
Scope

Since the nature of job relates to cleaning of the campus which includes cleaning of various
building's offices rooms, Guest House and Hostels, Teachers and Officers Quarters, V.C.
Residence, Satyarth Sabhagar, Apala Girls Research Hostel, Sports Complexs. toilets, utility areas
like water cooler areas, porch, adjoining areas of the buildings, and the residential areas of the
campus on day to day basis besides lifting and disposal of waste paper and garbage and Cleaning of
roofs of buildings, watertanks on the roof of buildings all campus roads pathways and instructed by
M.D.S.University/G.A.D.

The tender period is for two years which could be extended to another three months by
mutual agreement of both the parties, if work done satisfactorily by the firm.

Key Features required for project:

To keep two garbage collection Big Auto tipper/Small Truck to carry away and dump
the collected garbage at defined place.

Filling an appeal

If any bidder or prospective bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action
or omission of the Procuring Entity is in contravention to the provisions
of the Act or the Rules or the Guidelines issued there under, he may file an
appeal to First Appellate Authority, as specified in the Bidding Document
within a period of ten days form the date of such decision or action,
omission, as the case may be, clearly giving the specific ground or grounds
on which he feels aggrieved;

Provided that after the declaration of a Bidder as successful the appeal
may be filed only by a Bidder who has participated in procurement
proceedings;

The First Appellate Authority or Second Appellate Authority, as the case
may be, upon filing of appeal, shall issue notice accompanied by copy of
appeal, affidavit and documents, if any, to the respondents and fix date of
hearing.
(b) On the date fixed for hearing, the First Appellate Authority or Second
Appellate Authority, as the case may be, shall,-
(i) hear all the parties to appeal present before him; and
(ii) Peruse or inspect documents, relevant records or copies therof
relating to the matter.
(c) After hearing the parties, perusal or inspection of documents and
relevant records or copies thereof relating to the matter, the
Appellate Authority concerned shall pass an order in writing and
provide the copy of order to the parties to appeal free of cost.
(d) The order passed under sub-clause (c) above shall also be placed on
the State Public Procurement Portal.

ANNEXURE D : Additional Conditions of Contract
1. Correction of arithmetical errors

Provided that a Financial bid is substantially responsive, the Procuring

Entity will correct arithmetical errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on the
following basis:

i. If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is
contained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall
prevail and the total price shall be corrected, unless in the opinion of the
procuring Entity there is and obvious misplacement of the decimal point
in the unit price, in which case the total price as quoted shall govern and
the unit price shall be corrected;

ii. if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or
subtraction of subtotals, the subtotals shall prevail and the Total shall be
corrected ; and

iii. if there isa discrepancy between words is related to and arithmetic
error, in which case the amount in figures shall prevail subject to (i) and
(ii) above.

If the Bidder that submitted the lowest evaluated Bid does not accept the

correction of errors, its Bid shall be disqualified and its Bid Securing Declaration
shall be executed.
2. Procuring Entity’s Right to Vary Quantities.
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(i) At the time of award of contract, the quantity of Goods, works of
services originally specified in the Bidding Document may be increased or
decreased by a specified percentage, but such increase or decrease shall
not exceed twenty percent, of the quantity specified in the Bidding
Document, It shall be without any change in the unit prices or other terms
and conditions of the Bid and the conditions of contract.

(ii) If the Procuring Entity does not procure any subject matter of
procurement or procures less than the quantity specified in the Bidding
Document due to change in circumstances, the Bidder shall not be entitled
for any claim or compensation except otherwise provided in the
Conditions of Contract.

(iii) In case procurement of Goods of services, additional quantity may be
procured by placing a repeat order on the rates and conditions of the
original order. However, the additional quantity shall not be more than
50% of the value of Goods of the original contract and shall be within one
month from the date of expiry of last supply. If the Supplier fails to do so,
the Procuring Entity shall be free to arrange for the balance supply by
limited Bidding or otherwise and the extra cost incurred shall be
recovered from the Supplier.
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Dividing quantities among more than one Bidder at the time of award (In
case of procurement of Goods)

As a general rule all the quantities of the subject matter of procurement
shall be procured from the Bidder, whose Bid is accepted. However, when
it is considered that the quantity of the subject matter of procurement to
be procured is very large and it may not be in the capacity of the Bidder,
whose Bid is accepted, to deliver the entire quantity or when it is
considered that the subject matter of procurement to be procured is of
critical and vital nature, in such cases, the quantity may be divided
between the Bidder, whose Bid is accepted and the second lowest Bidder
or even more Bidder in that order, in a fair, transparent and equitable
manner at the rates of the Bidder, whose Bid is accepted.
